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The goal of the school development plan for the coming 3 years is ‘Strive for Excellence, Live a Virtuous Life’.
The Two Major Concerns of this School Annual Plan are as follows :

1. Enhancing Effectiveness in Learning and Teaching

The school stresses the importance of equipping students with effective study skills. Apart from integrating study
skills into the curriculum across subjects, the school encourages students to use concept maps and acquire note-
taking skills to organize and synthesize knowledge obtained from different subjects. Students are trained to develop
good study habits and complete pre-lesson tasks before lessons. Teachers also endeavor to optimize students’
reading ability and promote cross-curricular language learning. In order to cultivate a positive reading atmosphere at
school, teachers foster students’ interests in reading across subjects and guide them to develop their reading skills
systematically — from understanding to analyzing and from appreciating to evaluating.

Promoting STEAM curriculum and e-learning is one of the main focuses of the school. The Academic Committee
encourages the collaboration and professional exchanges across different KLAs to develop the inter-disciplinary
curriculum in order to foster the interest of students in STEAM and cultivate their generic skills. Junior form students
will all use iPADs in class to build up their self-regulated learning.

The school attaches importance to the practice of using effective questioning skills and feedback to elicit students’
higher-order thinking. Teachers incorporate activities into learning to enhance their teaching effectiveness.
Collaborative lesson planning and peer lesson observation are conducted, so that teachers are able to identify the
learning obstacles and the diversity of students, and consequently design tiered assignments to cater for their
individual differences. All these help facilitate the professional development of teachers and promote quality
teaching.

We emphasize the provision of learning support and pastoral care. To cater for students’ diverse needs and abilities,
and to help them improve their academic performance, we offer both junior and senior form students a wide range
of after-school classes. These include the English Enrichment Programme for S1 and S2, the Homework Guidance
Class and the Star Tutors Programme.

2. Strengthening Values Education

Values education is important for all students. Our school is dedicated to fostering positive values and positive thinking to
help students make moral judgments, be strong in adversity and have a positive attitude towards life. In order to promote
moral, civic and national education, the school participates in the ‘Sister School Exchange Programme’, carries out Basic
Law education and trains students to be caring and responsible citizens. As the school has been awarded the ‘Caring
School Award’ for consecutive 15 years, teaching students to care for and respect each other has always been our goal
and commitment. The paramount theme for the coming school year is ‘Respect for Others’. Students will be encouraged
to live a virtuous life by learning to respect themselves and others and to be tolerant and patient through serving people
both inside and outside the school.

The school fosters leadership training in order for students to develop the qualities of great leaders. Leaders can put what
they learn into practice through serving in the Student Union, the 4 Houses, the Prefect Team and other committees.

We continue to implement a variety of learning programmes through the “Multiple Learning Curriculum” to cater for
students’ interest and needs, such as pop band, yoga, bowling, Asian and Western cuisine cooking class, make-up class,
to name only a few. The school Dance Troupe and Magic Marching Band have taken part in different competitions and
been involved in public performances. They have won many prizes and honors for the school and we take pride in their
outstanding achievements.

The school obtained the Silver Award as a Healthy School in 2013-14 and has been named as a resource school twice for
promoting a healthy campus and lifestyle. An assortment of relevant activities and competitions will be organized through-
out the school year, and the newly renovated Students’ Corner at the 4/F and the ‘Joyful Stage’ in the covered playground
will be fully utilized for conducting these activities. Moreover, class-based and level-based activities will be held to facilitate
and foster positive interpersonal relationships among students and to promote healthy school life, so that all students can
grow healthily and cheerfully in school.
